How To Make A Challenge Week Choice
 
· We have tried to make the administrative task easier by putting our choices on line. This has meant that we have had to operate a first come first served system and that there is no provision for second or third choices. It is very important that parents do discuss with their children their choice and that they send in the parent agreement form with any required deposits once that choice has been made with their signature. 

· Before making a choice students must ensure that they are eligible for the choice - there are some age restrictions. Once a choice is full students will not be able to opt into it. Once a student has made a choice they cannot change it - it is VITAL that students realize this before making their choices. 

· In order to prevent overloading our system and to ensure that our older students who use Challenge Week to complete their CAS get access to as many trips as possible we are going to stagger our choices options: 

· Current Year 12  – 6pm 31st  January  2010 

· Current Year 11 – 6pm 2nd  February 2010

· Current Year 10  – 8pm 2nd February 2010

· Current Year 9 – 6pm 3rd February 2010

· Current Year 8 – 8pm 3rd February 2010

· Choices will close on February 10th - all students must have made a choice. We would prefer students not to make private arrangements for Challenge Week. 

· Once a student picking a local activity has made their choice then there is nothing more for them to do.... the teacher in charge will be in touch by email to confirm the choice and inform you of any arrangements after Chinese New Year. 
· Any student opting for an overseas trip must print off the "Parent Confirmation of Choice" form, ask their parents to sign it and return it with the deposit cheque, in an envelope with the name of the trip on the outside, to the drop box in the school office 

· Students on overseas trips will receive a confirmation letter from the member of staff leading the trip with further details about payment dates and organization
