Dear Parents,

The History Department will be running a trip for Year 9 and Year 10 students to Ho Chi Minh City in Vietnam. We will depart early on Saturday May 14th  and return in the evening of Monday May 16th (a public holiday). As part of the Year 9 course we study the Vietnam War and we believe that such a trip will enhance our students’ learning. We plan to take 30 students and places will be allocated on a first-come-first-served basis. We must remind you, however, that previous good conduct in school is essential. Students must have their own passports valid until the end of November 2005.

The cost will be $4950 and this includes flights, accommodation in Hotel Rex, three meals a day, guided sightseeing tours and entrance fees, a tourist visa for Vietnam, all airport taxes and travel insurance. Thus students would simply need money for buying presents and drinks in between meals. These costs are based on current airfare costs that we trust will not change for May; should these costs increase we reserve the right to ask for any balance to be paid.

If you would like your son or daughter to go on this trip please complete the form below and return it to me as soon as possible, with a deposit cheque made payable to ‘KGV School’ for $1000. If a student is not allocated a place then we will obviously return their deposit. However, the deposit is non-refundable to successful applicants should they withdraw at a later stage.
