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Shi Huangdi was the First Emperor of China.  He was the first person to take control of this huge country and he kept control of it.  How did he do it? 
You will have to complete five sections of your table in any order (Click here to see the full table):

1. The Emperor - Was he feared? Or respected? Why did people obey his commands?
2. Army - How important was the Army for uniting and controlling the Empire?

3. Control of Frontier – Was the Great Wall useful in controlling the Empire’s border?

4. Transport Network – How did this help the Empire to be controlled?

5. Other factors? – Any other reasons why Shi Huangdi was able to keep control of his Chinese Empire?

Find out information from your textbook and from the internet sites that you are given below.
1. The Emperor - Was he feared? Or respected? Why did people obey his commands?
Include how punishments may have helped Shi Huangdi to be more powerful.
Use the final paragraph of the main text on page 9 of Gleisner’s textbook and use pages 10 and 13-14 of Brooman’s textbook.

2. Army - How important was the Army for uniting and controlling the Empire?
You should include how Shi Huangdi used his army to take over all of ‘China’ – remember, it’s a huge country now but before Shi Huangdi unified it China was made up of lots of smaller states [countries] each with different rulers.

Fortresses = looked like castles but soldiers lived there

Nomadic tribes = tribes of people that raveled around (like the Mongols)

Raiding = attacking

Frontier = border (of the Chinese Empire)
