Big Six Project:  The Dropping of the Atomic Bomb in 1945.

Your essay question is outlined below:  remember you have to write between 500 – 2000 words.

Was America Justified in Dropping the Atomic Bomb on Hiroshima?

1.  Introduction
This is when you outline what you are going to do in your essay, using the subheadings below as a guide.  Give a brief summary of the situation of the main combatants in World War II in 1945, i.e., the War in Europe had all but finished with the surrender of Germany, whilst the Japanese were still putting up fierce resistance.
2.  Main Participants

Use the information gathered in your table to focus on the main situation of the key participants:  America, Japan and the Soviet Union.
3.  Arguments for dropping the Atomic Bomb. 

Use the notes taken during the debate and your own research to explain why it is argued that it was necessary to drop the bomb.

4.  Arguments against dropping the bomb.

Use the notes taken during the debate and your own research to explain the arguments against dropping the bomb.

5.  The effects of dropping the Atomic Bomb

You can split this into two sections, the short term and long term effects:

Short term - you should cover: the scale of the destruction; the number of deaths; the horrific injuries; the bomb acting as a warning to Russia; the allied lives saved and the Second World War coming to an end.

Long term - you should cover:  the beginning of the arms race; increased fear of Communism; radiation sickness suffered by the Japanese victims.
6.  Conclusion

You now need to ensure that you refer back to the question:  Was it necessary for America to drop the Atomic Bomb on Hiroshima?  You need to quote from the facts you have gathered and use your own supported opinion to make your final conclusion.  Remember to support your argument with evidence.
