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At King George IV school we offer two pathways in Years 12 and 13, The International Baccalaureate and The International Diploma. The majority of our students opt to take the IB but there are a minority of specialist learners who want to pursue a different pathway. The Edexcel International Diploma is a new qualification that is available to any student studying or looking to study at least three A levels or a BTEC Extended National Diploma. It is a complete curriculum programme designed to help students stand out from the competition when applying for a place at university or a new job. With growing demand for a finite number of university places, it has never been more important for students hoping to go to university to be able to differentiate themselves from their peers.

Similarly, school leavers hoping to land their first job will be required to show more than just academic credentials, as they compete not only with local candidates, but with candidates from around the world. In the current global situation, employers will be looking for candidates who are able to demonstrate their employability skills.

We live in an increasingly interconnected world. Attributes such as global awareness and cultural sensitivity are highly valued and are routinely expected in the workplace and in higher education.

Edexcel has developed the International Diploma to prepare students to enter this competitive environment. The ID is a comprehensive curriculum programme aimed at producing well-rounded individuals who have among other things:

• Knowledge – on a variety of subjects depending on the route they choose.

• Skills – such as communication, research, independent learning, problem-solving, project management, presentation, critical thinking.

• Attributes – such as global awareness, cultural sensitivity, career-mindedness, self-motivation.

We offer the International Diploma as an alternative pathway to our IB as it can be adapted to suit a cohort of students with a wide range of interests, academic aspirations and career objectives.

The Edexcel International Diploma is a composite qualification that can be achieved by the successful completion of a group of smaller qualifications.

Students can choose a vocational route through the International Diploma, we as a school will offer the BTEC Extended Diploma.

The ID is made up of 4 components:

1. Core Component
We offer 4 Extended BTEC’s: Art and Media, Business and Communications, Sports and Performing Arts. 

2. AS in Global Developments
A new qualification which will enable students to gain an appreciation of
and think critically about global issues. They will be able to participate in
activities related to issues such as climate change, migration, and conflict.


3. Level 3 Extended Project
Students will plan, research and evaluate a self-selected project, and in
the process develop the skills necessary for work and higher education.
Students can present their work in one of the following forms:
dissertation, investigation, performance, artefact.

4. BTEC WorkSkills Plus
A practical qualification that equips students with the skills they will need
in the workplace, from interview techniques to negotiation techniques.
Students will also learn life skills such as developing confidence, so this
component will be as topical for students going onto further education.
